(Amendment) Regulations S.1. No. 86 of 2008. Dublin City Council will give notice in writing of such
intention to the permit holder. Otherwise an application for a review of this permit shall be made at
least 60 working days prior to the expiry date of this permit to Dublin City Council at Waste
Regulations Office, Waste Management Services Division, Eblana House Marrowbone Lane,
Dublin 8. This permit may at any time be revoked under Article 36 of the Waste Management
(Facility Permit and Registration) Reguiations, SI No. 821 of 2007 as amended by the Waste
Management (Facility Permit and Registration) (Amendment) Reguiations, S.1. No. 86 of 2008.
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Permitted Activity in accordance with the Third Schedule, Part 1 of the Waste
Management (Facility Permit and Registration) Requiations 2007, as
amended.

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CONDITION 1 SCOPE

This facility permit is for the purpose of waste activity authorisation under the
Waste Management (Facility Permit & Registration) Regulations S.] No 821of
2007 as amended by the Waste Management (Facility Permit and Registration)
(Amendment) Regulations S.1 No.86 of 2008 only, and nothing in this permit
shall be construed as negating the permit holders statutory obligations. or
requirements under any other enactments or regulations

This waste facility permit is granted to Rehab Enterprises Limited, Roslyn Park,
Sandymount, Dublin 4, for the waste activities listed and described in Part 1 Activities
Permitted only.

This waste facility permit is granted for a period of 5 years commencing from the
date of issue.

For the purposes of this facility permit, the facility authorised is the area of land
outlined in red “Urban PLACE Map” submitted as part of the application. Any
reference in this permit to “facility” shall mean the area thus outlined in red. The
authorised activity/activities shall be carried on only within the area outlined.

The permit holder shail ensure that the facility is managed, operated, maintained
and that emissions are controlled as set out in this permit.

Without prejudice to its obligations under this permit, the permit holder shall at
all times ensure that it carries on its waste related activities in a manner that is
consistent with the objectives of the Waste Management Plan for the Dublin
Region (as may be revised or replaced from time to time) and with the objectives
of the current National Hazardous Waste Management Plan.

In order to facilitate recycling and recovery of waste the permit holder shall not
dispose of waste, which has previously been collected in source segregated
form. Similarly the permit holder shall not collect, transport, handle or mix waste
in a manner so as to make it unsuitable for recycling or recovery.

The permit holder shall notify Dublin City Council in writing of any proposed
changes in the information furnished in the application process and shall obtain
written approval from Dublin City Council prior to these changes occurring/taking
efiect.

The permit holder shall ensure that any proposed changes in the activity shall be
submitted in writing to Dublin City Council for agreement prior to that change
taking effect. Should the submission identify a material or significant change in;

{(a) the nature, extent or focus of the waste activities;
(b) the nature or extent of any emission;

A waste facility permit review application may be reguired before the proposed
change can be assessed.

Any non-compliance with the conditions of this permit is an offence under the
Waste Management (Facility Permit & Registration) Regulations 2007 as
amended by the Waste Management (Facility Permit and Registration)
(Amendment) Regulations S.1 No.86 of 2008.

Where Dublin City Council considers that a non-compliance with the conditions
of this permit has occurred, it may serve notice on the permit holder.

The permit holder shall comply at all times with the provisions of the Community
Acts, insofar as such provisicns are relevant to the waste related activity of this
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wasie facility permit, including those specified in the Second Schedule of the
Waste Management (Facility Permit and Registration) Regulations, S.1. No. 821
of 2007 as amended by the Waste Management (Facility Permit and
Registration) (Amendment) Regulations S.1. No. 86 of 2008.

Dublin City Council may at any time make an amendment to this permit of a
technical or clerical nature under Article 26 of the Waste Management (Facility
Permit & Registration) Regulations 2007 as amended by the Waste Management
(Facility Permit and Registration} (Amendment} Regulations S.1 No.86 of 2008.
Any such amendment will be included in Appendix 2 of this permit.

The permit holder shall ensure that all activities are carried out in accordance
with planning permission No.P1188.

This waste facility permit is granted for the recovery of waste, to be limited to the
permitted codes and volumes as detailed in Table 1 of this permit unless
otherwise specified by Dublin City Council.
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CONDITION 2 MANAGEMENT OF THE ACTIVITY

2.1 The permit holder shall employ a suitable qualified and experienced facility
manager who shall be designated as the person in charge. The facility manager
or a nominated, suitably qualified and experienced deputy shall be present at
the facility at all times during its operation or as otherwise required by Dublin
City Council.

2.2 The permit holder shall acquaint all staff, employees, leasees and agents,
including repiacement personnel and contract personnel, of the provisions of
this permit. (Refer to Template 1 of Appendix 1).

2.3 The permit holder shall establish corrective action procedures which shall be
followed in the event of any condition of this permit is not complied with. (Refer
to Template 2 of Appendix 1).

2.4 Within six months of the date of grant of this permit the permit hoider shall
develop procedures for the following;
{a) waste inspection procedures
{b) waste acceptance and handiing procedures
{c) waste sampling, analysis and characterisation procedures
{d) requirements for the pre-treatment of wastes
(e) wasie quarantine procedures
(f) waste rejection and notification procedures

(9} other appropriate procedures and arrangements relating to the
acceptance of waste.

2.5 The permit holder shall ensure that authorised staff of Dublin City Council and
any ‘authorised person’ as identified in the Waste Management Act 1996-2011,
shall have unresiricted access to the premises at all reasonable times on
production of their identification, for the purpose of the Local Authority’s
functions under the Waste Management Acts, 1996 to 2011.
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CONDITION 3 RECORD KEEPING AND REPORTING

3.1 Unless otherwise agreed with the Local Authority, all written communications,
including reports and notifications related to this permit, shall be submitted to
the local authority as follows:

3.2 The permit holder shall ensure that a copy of this waste facility permit is retained
on site, in an easily accessible location, at all times and at the principal office of
business. A copy of this permit shall be issued by the permit holder to all
relevant personnel whose duties relate to any condition within it.

3.3 The permit holder shall ensure that a copy of the layout plan is retained on site,
in an easily accessible location, at all times and at the principal office of
business. The tayout plan shall include the following;

site boundary;

ordnance survey sheet reference number(s);
elevation levels (metres) and Ordnance datum;
dimensions (metres);

orientation of north point; and

location of monitoring and sampling points

3.4 The permit holder shail maintain a register in relation to the activity to which the
waste facility permit relates, which shali be available for inspection by Dublin
City Council. The register shall detail the following: (Refer to Template 3 of

Appendix 1)

The permit holder shall compile and maintain specified records in a specified
format agreed with Dublin City Council for a period of not less than 7 years in

The permit holder shall submit to Dublin City Council, an Annual Environmental
Report (AER). The completed report shall be submitted on or before the 28th
February each year. The completed report shall contain summary information
relating to waste activities in the preceding calendar year or part thereof as the
case may be.

This Annual Environmentai Report, which shall be to the satisfaction of Dublin
City Council, shall include as a minimum the following information and shall be
prepared in accordance with any relevant guidelines issued by Dublin City

Council.

The management and staffing structure of the site
Any court order or conviction imposed under the Act

The tonnages and EWC code for the waste materials imported
and/or sent ofi-site for disposal/recovery within the reporting year

The names of the agents and carriers of the waste, and their waste
collection permit details, if required (to include issuing authority
and vehicle registration number)

Quantity, type and composition of all wastes including EWC codes
accepted at the site during the reporting year;

Any loads rejected at the site during the reporting year
Reportable incidents during the reporting year
All complaints received during the reporting year

The destination of all wastes accepted and recovered/disposed of
during the year

Schedule of environmental improvements on the site for the report
year

Reporting period
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N All monitoring carried out during the reporting year

{m) Records as required to be maintained under the conditions of this
permit

{n} Any other items specified by Dubfin City Council

3.8 The permit holder shall immediately notify the local authority by telephone/fax of
any incident which occurs as a result of the activity at the facility and which has;
{Refer to Template 4 of Appendix 1)

(a) the potential for environmental contamination of surface water or
ground water, or

{b) poses an environmental threat to air or land, or
{c) requires an emergency response by Dublin City Council,

As part of the notification process the permit holder shall include, within 24
hours of any such incident cccurring:

{a}) the date and time of incident, or when incident was noticed

{b) details of the incident and the causes or potential causes of it

{c) an evaluation of environmental pollution caused, if any

{d}) actions taken to minimise the effect on the environment

{e) steps taken to avoid reoccurrence

{f} details of any site investigations instigated by the permit holder

{g) any other remedial action taken including details of preventative
measures

The permit holder shali make a record of any such incident in a register to be
maintained at the facility.

3.9 The permit holder shall maintain on the site a register of all complaints received
relating to the operation of the activity. Each such record shall give details of
the following: (Refer to Template 5 of Appendix 1).
{a) time and date of the complaint
{b) the name of the complainant

{c) details of the nature of the complaini

{d) actions taken to deal with the complaint, and the resulis of such
actions

{e) the response made to each complainant.

After the receipt of a complaint, Dublin City Council shall be notified in writing as
soon as possible and in any event not later than five working days of receipt of
the complaint.

3.10 The permit holder shall make all records maintained on the site available to staff

of Dublin City Council at ali reasonable times, and shall provide any relevant
information when so requested by an authorised person of the Local Authority.
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3.12

The permit holder shall record all sampling, analyses, measurements,
examinations, calibrations and maintenance carried out in accordance with the
requirements of this permit and ail other such monitoring which relates to the
environmentai performance of the site.

The permit holder shall notify Dublin City Council, in writing, within 5 days of:

(a) The impaosition of any requirement on the permit holder by order
under the Waste Management Act 1996-2011, or

{b) Any conviction of the permit holder for an offence prescribed under
the Waste Management Act 1986-2011

including information in relation to the court hearing the case, the nature of the
offence and any penalty or requirement imposed by the court.

The permit holder shall inform Dublin City Council when an activity ceases at
the facility, within a week of the activity ceasing. Within one month of waste
activities ceasing on the site, the permit holder shall submit a report to the Local
Authority which shall include the information contained in the registers
described above, and details of any impaositions or convictions imposed under
the Waste Management Acts, 1996 to 2011, In addition, the permit holder shall
include in the report a written summary of compliance with all of the conditions
attached to the permit.

Facility Notice Board
The permit holder shall within 7 month of the date of grant of this permit, provide
and maintain a facility notice board at the main entrance to the facility. The
minimum dimensions of the board shall be 1200 mm by 750 mm.
The board shall cleariy show:-

{a) the name address and telephone number of the facility;

{b) the normal hours of opening;

{c) the name of the licence holder

{d) an emergency out of hours contact telephone number;

{e) the waste facility permit reference number; and
{f) where environmental information relating to the facility can be
obtained.

The permit holder shall display a plan of the facility clearly identifying the
location of the waste drop-off and storage areas as close as possible to the
entrance to the facility. The plan shall be displayed on a durable material such
that it is legible at all times. The plan shall be replaced as maierial changes are
made.

The permit holder shall clearly labe! and provide safe and permanent access to
all on-site sampling and monitoring points and to off-site points as reguired by
Dublin City Council.

Traffic Management Plan

The permit holder is required to erect and maintain adequate temporary advance
warning signage at the proposed vehicular entrance to allow safe use of the
proposed entrance and to eliminate any potential traffic hazard. All signing,
lighting and guarding is to be erected and maintained in accordance with Traific
Signs Manual, Chapter 8 “Signs for Roadworks” issued by Department of the
Environment, Heritage and Local Government.

Tank, Container and Drum Storage Areas

The permit holder shall ensure that all tank, container and drum storage areas
shall be rendered impervious to the materials stored therein. Bunds shall bhe
designed having regard to Environmental Protection Agencys’ guidelines
‘Storage and Transfer of Materials for Scheduled Activities’ (2004).

The permit holder shall ensure that all tank and drum storage areas shall, as a
minimum, be bunded, either locally or remotely, to a volume not less than the
greater of the following:-

(a) 110% of the capacity of the largest tank or drum within the bunded
area; or

{b) 25% of the total volume of substance, which could be stored within
the bunded area.

The permit holder shail ensure that all drainage from bunded areas shall be
treaied as hazardous waste unless it can be demonstrated {o be otherwise. The
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
